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Artist's Statement

A great influence in my work is a love of the natural world. When depicting birds, I often use fine slivers of sculpted paper to reflect their fragility and vulnerability. 

When photographing landscapes, I find that overlooked and sometimes inaccessible spaces, such as muddy estuaries have a feeling of 'otherworldliness' and purity to them.  I am particularly fascinated by the ephemeral nature of such places that are infuenced by the tide.  Delicate bird tracks tracing patterns on surfaces of glistening 'mudscapes',* catching a moment in time, that will never be the same again, a brief glimpse of a mudscape soon to be submerged and lost forever. Currently working on the theme of rust and renewal as show in painting of rusting car.
